TERMS OF USE

Preliminary Provisions

A number of terms defined in section 1 below are used in these preliminary provisions.

This license is granted for the lifetime of the device on which the Software has been installed, subject to any
termination in accordance with these Terms of Use.

This license is granted is granted to you solely for the purpose of using, for your own or internal use, the Service
or, if any, other applications that may be supplied by Webraska with a specific mention that they require the use
of this Software. This license is granted for use on a single device. The Software is deemed used as of the
moment where it has been installed in the memory of your Mobile and an Identifier has been attributed to you.
